9. Review the microbiology and resistance patterns of AOM.

10. List the risk factors for having AOM due to penicillin resistant Streptococcus Pneumoniae.

11. Discuss appropriate first-line antibiotic management of AOM.

12. Discuss antibiotic management of AOM treatment failures.

13. List appropriate antibiotic choices for AOM in the penicillin-allergic child.

14. Review “watchful waiting” treatment strategies, including “safety net” prescriptions.

15. List potential complications of AOM.
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
