OUTPATIENT PRESENTATIONS OF PEDIATRIC MALIGNANCIES
GOALS:

1. Understand the epidemiology and pathophysiology of childhood cancers

2. Become familiar with risk factors for childhood cancers.

3. Know common and uncommon presentations of childhood cancers.

4. Learn the initial outpatient workup for childhood cancers.

5. Become familiar with the long term follow up of children with cancer.

OBJECTIVES:

1. List the most common cancers at different ages in childhood.

2. Discuss the epidemiology of childhood cancers.
3. Briefly review the general pathophysiology of cancer in children.
4. List the most common genetic disorders (e.g. Neurofibromatosis, Beckwith-Wiedemann, Trisomy 21, etc.) that are associated with increased risk of pediatric cancer. 
5. Discuss common (“classic”) presentations of various cancers in children.

6. Discuss uncommon presentations of various cancers in children.

7. Review paraneoplastic syndromes in childhood cancers.

8. Discuss initial laboratory and radiographic evaluation of childhood cancers.
9. Learn the responsibilities of a general pediatrician after a patient of theirs has been diagnosed and treated for cancer (i.e. ongoing surveillance for signs/symptoms of relapse, management of physical and psychological sequelae of chemotherapy and radiation therapy)
