POSITIVE PPD

GOALS:

1. Understand the epidemiology of tuberculosis infection and disease.

2. Become familiar with the pathophysiology and natural history of tuberculosis in children, adolescents, and adults.

3. Know the appropriate use and interpretation of screening tests for tuberculosis.

4. Understand the pediatrician’s role in detecting, reporting and treating tuberculosis in children and adolescents.

OBJECTIVES:

1. List three factors which contributed to the rising rate of tuberculosis in the United States during the 1980’s.

2. State the current prevalence of tuberculosis in the United States as well as in Philadelphia.

3. State geographic, health, and environmental factors which increase the risk of tuberculosis infection.

4. Differentiate between tuberculosis infection and tuberculosis disease.

5. State the incidence of progression from untreated tuberculosis infection to active disease in the following age groups:  0-1 year, 1-5 years, 5-15 years.

6. List the key historical questions to ask a child with a positive PPD.

7. List the key components of the physical examination of a child with a positive PPD.

8. Describe the appropriate use and interpretation of the Mantoux test (PPD).

9. Describe the appropriate work-up of a child or adolescent with a positive tuberculosis screening test.

10. Review the process of reporting a positive test to the department of public health.

11. State the recommended treatment for children who have a positive screening test and normal chest radiograph.

12.  List indications for admission of a child or adolescent with suspected tuberculosis.
